3. You don’t have to be a Credentialed Teacher to teach your child at home. 
Having the backing of your Christian Co-op and Credentialed teachers who guide the learning process will allow you the mental 

security that your child is getting what they need.  If you currently do homework with your child, believe it or not, you in part do 

homeschool.   UAFA furnishes “homeschool” packets for the days you are at home.  Just follow the guidelines given to you by your 

child’s credentialed teacher & you will feel confident when completing the “homeschool” portion at home. 

4. Your family will be stronger, and learn conflict resolution and grace. 
 If I wasn’t homeschooling, the kids would likely be scattered across town in different schools with separate lives. God set us in 

families for a reason. Let’s learn together how to face the world together and be prepared for the tasks God will give us.  You will find 

that Homeschooling will only strengthen your family bond.
